Abstract

Ken Wilber (1949 ) is a famous contemporary American transpersonal
psychologist, the editor in chief of "Journal of Transpersonal Psychology" in the
United States. He is a pioneer in transpersonal psychology. His theory about
consciousness made pioneering contributions to the research of the transpersonal
consciousness, and it became one of the theoretical basis of the transpersonal
psychology. Wilber opened up the realm of the transpersonal consciousness, as
Freud discovered the unconscious field. Because his research about consciousness is
very basical and pioneering, Wilber even was honored with “Einstein in
consciousness research field”. Wilber also proposed integral psychology theory, he
collected works, such as epistemological and ontological works around the world,
including the latest results of research in psychology, philosophy and religion areas
» examined the history of human thought, tried to integrate these areas from the
transpersonal perspective. Particularly, he attempted to resolve estrangement and to
break down barriers between East and West, psychology and philosophy, science
and religion and other areas normally regarded as full of contradictions, and then
made them integrated. Some critics think his contributions for the integration of
Western psychology and Eastern spiritual traditions have been more than Jung’s. His
integral psychology paradigm maybe indeed provided a new road for psychological
integration. Wilber has also done a lot of research in transpersonal practice and human
evolution and put forward refreshing thoughtful viewpoint. In addition, Wilber has
built on many theories in philosophy, sociology, anthropology and religious studies
» and many other areas. Wilber provides two major fundamental and the pioneering
theories for Transpersonal Psychology (including the integral psychology theory and
the consciousness theory),  his thought on themes about development of
Transpersonal Psychology has highly revelatory value. However there are also some
defects in his theory, such as some loopholes s even self-contradictory, the lack of

originality and empirical evidences, etal, while his writing style also is denounced.
